SCOPE OF SUPPORT

 Lovettsville Volunteer Park Patrol (LVPP)

Supporting Loudoun County Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services (LCPRCS), the Lovettsville Volunteer Park Patrol (hereinafter identified as LVPP) will patrol the Park weekly.  Items to be checked and addressed are as follows:

LVPP

a) Volunteers are not employees of LCPRCS and must submit to LCPRCS a completed volunteer registration form prior to serving as a LVPP.  

b) Volunteers will leave parking area clean of all trash and debris.
c) LVPP will monitor the entrance and loading/unloading area (parking area) for unstable conditions and report to LCPRCS staff liaison.  Refreshment of gravel or other improvements to the entrance or parking area will be done as needed in coordination with LCPRCS.

d) LVPP will check park property and trails and report issues or deficiencies to LCPRCS staff liaison.

e) Woodland trails will be checked by LVPP and trimmed on a regular basis, at least two times a year.

f) Fallen trees shall be reported by LVPP to LCPRCS staff liaison.

g) LVPP shall identify deficiencies such as wet areas and unstable soil conditions and report them to LCPRCS staff liaison.  If necessary, all trails will be closed and notice posted on the website.

h) LVPP will patrol the trails and park on a weekly basis, weather and ground conditions permitting, and provide reports to the LCPRCS liaison on a monthly basis.  Report shall include name, dates, and start and stop times that groups patrolled the park, condition of facility including parking area, area patrolled, what was observed, and any maintenance that was performed.  Suggestions for new trails and maintenance needs shall also be included.

i) New trails and clearing of any new loop trails proposed by LVPP will be coordinated through LCPRCS staff liaison and approved by LCPRCS Director, prior to any development. 

j) LVPP will maintain courteous communications with adjourning landowners if approached to insure good relations.  

k) LVPP shall immediately report to LCPRCS staff liaison any problems encountered on the property, such as unauthorized activities, accidents, or incidents.

l) One member of the LVPP must carry a working cell phone and call 911 if anyone needs medical assistance at the Park during the patrol.

LCPRCS

a) LCPRCS shall bushhog open fields at least two times per season and will mow around parking areas and trails on an as needed basis.

b) LCPRCS will manage all media relations concerning Lovettsville Park and the LVPP.
